sheetif necessary) o self-dispatch to calls, but also serves as the interface to allow officers to run name and vehicle checks over
state and federal databases in the field. New state and federal rules require that this type of data transmitted
in the field must be encrypted; the current system is not compatible with these requirements,

In order to ensure this data is encrypted, an upgrade to the current CAD system must be conducted. This
system is proprietary and only Northrop Grumman can perform the required interface upgrade. Therefore, a
sole source contract is requested.

RESOLUTION No.

A resolution declaring the PCMSS GUI upgrade of existing Northrop
Grumman Computer Aided Dispatch (CAD) mobile client software as a sole
source and authorizing its purchase from Northrop Grumman without public
bidding for $220,000.00 including tax.

WHEREAS, multiple police agencies in Spokane County share a regional
computer aided dispatch (CAD) system purchased through a request for
proposals procedure in 1993 from PRC; and

WHEREAS, Northrop Grumman has since purchased PRC; and

WHEREAS, the Spokane Police Department has paid maintenance fees
to Northrop Grumman for the CAD system since its purchase; and

WHEREAS, use of the CAD system allows law enforcement officers in the
field to run wanted person and vehicle checks on federal and state databases
through mobile computers as well as self dispatch thus greatly reducing the need
to hire additional dispatchers; and

WHEREAS, new federal and state rules now require advanced encryption
for any federal or state law enforcement data sent wirelessly to mobile
computers; and

WHEREAS, failure to meet requirements could result in denial of access
to federal and state databases; and the Washington State Patrol and FBI conduct
tri-annual audits to assure these technical security requirements have been met;
and

WHEREAS, in order to meet the encryption requirement, an upgrade to
the current CAD system through a new mobile data interface must be used in the
computers in the vehicles; and

WHEREAS, Northrop Grumman offers a PCMSS GUI software module
that with custom programming would implement this new mobile interface to the
current CAD software; and

WHEREAS, the software design of the Northrop Grumman CAD system is
proprietary, and no other vendor can do the required programming; and

WHEREAS, the Spokane Police Department has obtained grant funding to
purchase such upgrades; and RES 2009-0084



WHEREAS, the cost of the Northrop Grumman software and customized
programming exceeds the 2009 public bid limit of $44,600; -- Now, Therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council for the City of Spokane that it
hereby declares Northrop Grumman to be the sole source provider of the
PCMSS GUI proprietary programs and customized programming needed to meet
the federal and state technical security requirements; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that staff is authorized to negotiate and
execute a contract with Northrop Grumman at a cost not to exceed $220,000.00
including tax.

RESOLUTION
A resolution establishing a procedure to purchase used passenger vehicles for
City departments.

WHEREAS, the City has the need for used passenger vehicles from time to time;
and

WHEREAS, the cost of an individual vehicle may exceed $20,000, requiring
written quotes through the Purchasing Division under the City's quote policy; and

WHEREAS, procurement of used vehicles is sometimes required on an
expeditious basis, which is not practical for written quotes; and

WHEREAS, sometimes the used vehicles have already been sold before they
can be viewed and test driven; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable to establish a simplified procurement process for the
purchase of used passenger vehicles; -- Now, Therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED by the city council for the City of Spokane that: staff may
purchase used passenger vehicles without written quotes, provided:

1. The requesting department has fully justified the acquisition without written
quotes to the Fleet Services Director.

2. The maximum dollar amount per vehicle shall not exceed the then current public
bid limit for the purchase of goods (2009 limit is $44,600).

3. The Fleet Services Director has verified through independent means (e.g., Kelly
Blue Book) that the purchase price is not above the fair market value of the
vehicle.

4. The Purchasing Division shall be responsible for issuing the purchase order if the

procurement is over $20,000. The requesting department may issue a
department order if the procurement is up to $20,000.

5. The requesting department shall submit to the Fleet Services Director a signed
off title, copy of bill of sale or buyer's agreement and signed off odometer
statement if the vehicle is ten years or newer. This paperwork will need to be
submitted before the vehicle will be paid for.

JOINT RESOLUTION

A JOINT RESOLUTION of the Board of County Commissioners of
Spokane County, Washington, the City Council of the City of Spokane,
Washington, and the Spokane Airport Board authorizing and directing
Spokane County to execute and deliver and agreement with the
Washington State Community Economic Revitalization Board for aid in
financing the costs of public facilities consisting of an industrial building.

BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of County Commissioners (the “Board™) of Spokane
County, Washington (the “County™), the City Council (the “Council”) of the City of Spokane,
Washington (the “City”) and the Spokane Airport Board (the “Airport Board™) as follows:

WHEREAS, Section 4.3 of the Amended Spokane County/City Airport Agreement dated
as of August 28, 1990, between the City and the County (the “Agreement”), requires that the
County incur any obligations payable from Airport revenues with a term greater than one year,
and that such obligations be authorized by a joint resolution of the City and the County;

WLHERKEAS, the State of Washington’s Community Economic Revitalization Board
(“CERB”) has offered a loan of $4,000,000 (the “CERB Loan”) to {inance the construction of a
41,400 squarc foot aircraft paint and maintenance hangar (Consolidated Ilangar Project), an
industrial facility consisting of 108,900 square feet of leasehold space located at Spokane
International Airport (the “Facility”). The hangar facility will be designed for the commercial
painting of Boeing 737-900 series aircraft, as well as, for aircraft maintenance, repair, and
overhaul (MRO) and modification scrvices. The loan will be payable from and secured by a
junior lien on Revenue; and

WHEREAS, the Board, the Council and the Airport Board hereby determine that the
borrowing of money from CERB, the pledging of Revenuc to secure payment obligations
relating to the CERB Loan, and the undertaking of the Project are necessary and desirable;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Board of County
Commissioners, the City Council and the Airport Board, as follows:

Section 1. The Chair of the Board of County Commissioners and, in his or her absence,
the Vice Chair of such Board, is hereby authorized and directed to execule, on behalf of the
County, such agreements with CERB (collectively, the “Final Contract”™) and such other
documents as may be required for securing the CERB Loan and such other aid from CERB in
financing the costs of the Project. A copy of said Final Contract is attached hereto, designated as
Exhibit A, and made a part hereof as though set forth herein in full.

Section 2. The City, the County and the Airport Board accept (i) the offer of the CERB
Loan in the amount of $4.000,000, said loan to bear interest at the rate of zero percent (0.0%) per
annum. Any notice of such acceptance provided by the Airport Board or its cmployecs



(including the Airport Director or Deputy Airport Director of Spokane Airports) is hercby
ratified.

Repayment of the CERB Loan shall be in accordance with the provisions of Article 9 of
the General Conditions and the provisions of the Special Conditions to the Final Contract and
more particularly as follows: -

(a) The principal amount of the CERB Loan shall be repaid by January 1 or July 1, 2031,
depending on which date in 2011 the payments commence. The Airport will repay principal of
the CERB Loan in installments duc on either January 1 or July 1 one year after the initial
payment is made and each year thereafter in years 2015 through 2031, each in an amount equal
to 1/16™ of the amount of the CERB Loan (i.e. $250,000.00), all as set forth in the Final
Contract.

(b) The Airport reserves the right to accelerate payments on principal on any accelerated
principal payments.

The Airport’s obligations under thc Final Contract shall not be considercd as general
obligations of the City or the County. Neither the City nor the County has pledged its full faith
and credit to the payment of amounts due under the Final Contract.

The Airport’s obligations under the Final Contract shall not be considered as obligations
of the “Business Park” (as defined in Resolution No. 2005-0003) of the Board of County
Commissioners).

Section 3. The County covenants and agrees with the CERB to cause the Airport Board
{o cstablish, maintain and collect (and the Airport Board covenants and agrees with the CERB to
establish, maintain and collect), so long as any amount remains payable under the Final Contract,
rentals, tariffs, rates and charges for use of the Facilities and to adjust such rentals, tarifls, rates
and charges from time to time so that the Revenue will at all times be sufficient (i) to pay the
Costs of Maintenancc and Operation, (ii) to make any payments required to be made on account
of the OQutstanding Bonds, the Bonds, any Additional Bonds and the Final Contract, as and when
the same shall become due and payable, (iii) to make when due all payments which the County is
obligated to make into the Reserve Account and all other payments which the County is
obligated to make pursuant to Resolution No. 0-0889, any resolution authorizing the issuance of
Outstanding Bonds and Additional Bonds, the Final Contract, and any other obligation payable
from Revenue, and (iv) to pay all taxes, assessments or other governmental charges lawfully
imposed on the Facilities or the Revenue, or payments in licu thereof, and any and all other
amounts which the County may now or hereafter become obligated to pay from the Revenue by
law or contract.

Section 4. Capitalized words and phrases not otherwise defined in this joint resolution
shall have the meanings ascribed to such terms in Resolution No. 0-0889 of the Board of County
Commissioners as the same may be amended from time to time.
